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Legisla�on
The Law of the Republic of Indonesia Number 15 of 2001 regarding Trademark. Law 20 of 
2016 on Marks and Geographical Indica�ons has been enacted on 25 November 2016.

Defini�on
A trademark is a sign used for the purpose of indica�ng a connec�on between a person having 
the right to use the sign and his goods or services.

Criteria
• Any logo, number, word, name, label, le�er or a combina�on of the above may cons�tute a 
trademark.
• The mark should be dis�nc�ve or Capable of differen�a�on from another’s goods or servic-
es.
• A Trademark shall not be registered if it contains one of the following elements:-
 ∆ being against the prevailing law, morality, religion, decency and public orders;
 ∆ having no dis�nguishing power;
 ∆ having been public property; or
 ∆ cons�tu�ng the explana�on of or being related to the goods or services for   
 which registra�on is applied.

Membership
√ - Paris Conven�on 
√ - Madrid Protocol
Indonesia is a member of the Paris Conven�on from 1950, whereby applica�ons from 
conven�on countries will be subject to the same priority date in Indonesia. The appli-
ca�on for priority has to be made within six months of the first applica�on in a conven-
�on country.

Rule of Priority
“First to File” is the rule followed by Indonesia in determining priority of trademarks.

Dura�on and Renewal
A trademark once registered is valid for a term of 10 years and will be subject to protec�on 
depending on its further renewal. A 6-months  grace period is allocated a�er the expiry date 
for the renewal. once the expiry date has passed, the trade mark will no longer have the bene-
fit of any rights arising from registra�on.
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Applica�on
Every applicant is required to submit an 
applica�on with the Indonesia Intellec-
tual Property Office.

Examina�on
On submission the Trademarks office 
will examine the applica�on for statuto-
ry compliances. Applicants will be given 
two months �me to  respond the office 
ac�on. On comple�on of the require-
ments a filing date will be issued by the 
office. Substan�ve examina�on is done 
thirty days a�er the filing date for a 
period of 9 months.

Publica�on
An applica�on is published in the 
Official Bulle�n of Marks for a period of 
3 months, on passing the examina�on 
stage in a maximum period of 10 days.

Opposi�on
Concerned par�es are required to send 
opposi�ons concerning the subject 
ma�er of a trademark. The common 
grounds of opposi�on pertain to prior 
marks and infringement. Counter state-
ments are required to be submi�ed 
within 2 months of the receipt of the 
opposi�on le�er a�er which a re-exami-
na�on will take place. The re-examina-
�on should be completed in two 
months �me.

Registra�on
On comple�on of the objec�ons and 
opposi�on a Cer�ficate of Registra�on 
will be issued subject to the payment of 
a fee.  The dura�on of registra�on could 
take a minimum period of 24-36 
months. The registra�on is effec�ve 
from date of applica�on.
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Procedures Filing Requirements
The following informa�on and/or 
documents are required to file an 
applica�on for a trademark applica-
�on in Indonesia:-

• Applica�on form.

• Power of A�orney.

• Statement of mark owner.

• A list of goods or services (which closely 
follow the Nice Interna�onal Classifica�on).

• Twenty (20) clear copy of the mark.

• The full name, na�onality and registered 
address of the applicant.

• Descrip�on of claim if colour or a combi-
na�on of colour or a combina�on of colours 
is claimed as Trademark.

• For marks that contain non-English words, 
a cer�fied translitera�on and transla�on.

Every applicant is required to submit an
application with the Indonesia Intellectual
Property Office.

Applicants will be given two months time to
respond the office action. On completion of
the requirements a filing date will be issued
by the office. Substantive examination is
done thirty days after the filing date for a
period of 9 months.

An application is published in the Official
Bulletin of Marks for a period of 3 months,
on passing the examination stage in a
maximum period of 10 days.

On completion of the objections and opposition a
Certificate of Registration will be issued subject to
the payment of a fee. The duration of registration
could take a minimum period of 24-36 months. The
registration is effective from date of application.

Concerned parties are required to send oppositions
concerning the subject matter of a trademark.
Counter statements are required to be submitted
within 2 months of the receipt of the opposition
letter after which a re-examination will take place.
The re-examination should be completed in two
months time.
